An Act further o amend the Indian Stamp Act. 1399 in its application to the State of Madhya
Pradesh.

Be it enacted by the Madhya Pradesh legislature in the Sixty-siath year of the Republic of
India as follows —

1. This Act may be called the Indian Stamp (Madhya Pradesh Amendment) Act, 205,

Also, rent paid in ad-
vance shall be deemed o be
money advanced, unbess it is spes
cifically provided m the lease that
rent paid in advince shall be set
off towards the nstallmens of
rent,
